Sub: - Inaugural functions of new works developed under MPLADS and other
similar funding at Railway Stations.

Guidelines issued vide Board’s circular No. 2013/LM(PA)Y/02/272/MPLADS
(Policy) dated 17.10.2013 may please be referred.

For the activities/works carried out at stations under MPLADS funds, Hon’ble MPs
are asking for inauguration of the same by them or by the Chief Minister / high dignitartes.
Sometimes, inauguration cost exceeds the contribution made under MPLADS.

The matter has been examined and it has been decided as under:

“The functions for inauguration of the passenger amenities provided under MPLAD
fund ete., would not be permitted. This is necessary to avoid the potential inconvenience to
passengers/rail users caused by the crowding/congestion of railway platform/premises due to
such functions.  However, where cost of passenger amenities at a station funded by
MPLAD is rupees ten lakhs or more, a plaque could be provided indicating the name of

"M.P. etc. The plaque shall be located at a plaoe which does not mar the aesthetics of the
station. It should not be glow sign board type.”

This issues with the concurrence of Finance Dte. of Ministry of Railways.
